These ΨƴŜǿΩ rapidly emerging economies will have a key role in the next decades. How will the most developed 
economies respond to that? Will India and China have to struggle to keep their leading positions as emerging 
markets? How will these countries Ψ culture evolve?  
 
The seminar spanned across 3 days. Experts and participants shared ideas on pressing issues concerning Energy, 
Social business and Finance. We explored the answers to the topic on these socioeconomic issues in order to better 
understand its complexities and trying to raise a new light, one that improves our perspective of the issue at hand.

ΨThe Right 5ŜŎƛǎƛƻƴΩ - a scenario based case event was held as a part of the 
Energy Day. It saw participation from 34 teams comprising of over 100 
participants The case was centred on identifying the right renewable source of 
energy for a power plant based on future growth potential, government 
support, financial benefits, etc. It was the 1st  act of the Ψ.ŀǘǘƭŜ of the /ƘŀǇǘŜǊǎΩ. 
 

Six teams moved to the second round where they were asked to present a 
business plan for setting up a solar power plant. ShARE Team with members 
from IIT Roorkee, IIT Kharagpur and IIT Bombay won the event while the teams 
from IIM Bangalore were the winners among non-ShARE members.

The event was culminated by declaration of 
three teams: IIM-Bangalore, U. of Indonesia and IIT, Bombay as the joint winners.
